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FAB Subtitler MPEG is a successor of FAB Subtitler Professional. It includes all functions which 

are included in FAB Subtitler Professional. In addition it can insert subtitles into video and 

transport stream files. 
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1. Types of subtitles and video files 
 

Subtitles can be inserted into 

 

- Video files (WMV/MPEG2/MXF) 

- Transport stream files 

 

 

Insertion of subtitles into video files 

 

Following types of subtitles can be inserted into video files: 

 

- In-vision (open) subtitles 

- Teletext subtitles 

- WSS (Wide Screen Signaling) data in TV line 23 

 

When in-vision (open) and teletext subtitles are inserted into WMV, MPEG and MXF files the 

video is decoded, the subtitle is overlaid over the image and then the video is re-encoded by using 

the same encoding parameters (bitrate, GOP, é) as used in the source file. When inserting into 

MPEG2 and MXF files only the video is decoded and re-encoded. The audio is not decoded.  

 

When inserting into MXF broadcast files the video bitrate that is typically used is 30 or 50 Mbit/s. 

This practically means that the quality of the video will not be reduced due to re-encoding of the 

video because at these high bitrates the quality loss due to re-encoding can be ignored. 

 

Currently only those MXF files are supported that contain a single video stream encoded in 

MPEG2 format. 

 

For insertion of teletext subtitles the video file must be 720x576 or 720x608 pixels. When only 576 

lines are present in the source video file the destination file will have 608 lines and the first 32 lines 

will contain the teletext data. 

 

 

Insertion of subtitles into transport stream files 

 

Following types of subtitles can be inserted into transport stream files: 

 

- DVB bitmap subtitles 

- Teletext subtitles 

- WSS (Wide Screen Signaling) in line 23 of the VBI 

 

Any encoding used in the transport stream file  is supported because the video is not decoded. This 

means that the video in the transport stream file can be encoded in MPEG2, MPEG4, H.264 and 

any other format. 

 



 

2. Configuration of FAB Subtitler  
 

To configure FAB Subtitler please first install FAB Subtitler under Windows 2000/XP. After that 

start it and open the menu Extras and click on Options. 

 

To define the font that should be used select Special / Open subtitles
